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And God, my Dad makes all grace abound toward me; so that I, always having all sufficiency in all things, 
have an abundance for every good work.   If I obey and serve my Dad, I will spend my days in prosperity, 
and my years in pleasures.   I will shout for joy and be glad because I favor His righteous cause: yes, I say 
continually, Let my Dad be magnified, because I am His son who serves, He has pleasure in my prosperity. 
 
Save now, O DAD, I cry out to you, send to me now prosperity. For peace is within my walls, and 
prosperity is within my homes.  And it will be to me a name of joy, a praise and an honor before all the 
nations of the earth, which shall hear all the good that my Dad does to me: and they will fear and 
tremble for all the goodness and for all the prosperity that my Dad provides to me. 
 
I remember my Dad: for it is He that gives me power to get wealth, that He may establish His covenant 
which He swore unto my fathers, as it is this day.  Wealth and riches are in my house: and my 
righteousness endures forever.  Because I am a good man, I leave an inheritance to my children's 
children: and the wealth of the sinner is laid up for me.  And the world sees that my Dad is with me, and 
that my Dad makes all that I do to prosper in my hand. 
 
Everyone sees that my Dad is with me, and that which I do, my Dad makes it to prosper.  I keep the 
words of His covenant, and I do them, that I may prosper in all that I do.  I am strong and very 
courageous, as I observe to do according to all the law, I don’t turn from it to the right hand or to the left, 
so that I am prospering wherever I go. 
 
I keep the charge of my Dad, to walk in His ways, to keep His statutes, and His commandments, and His 
judgments, and His testimonies, as it is written in the law of Moses, so I that may prosper in all that I do, 
and wherever I go:  I will prosper because I pay attention to fulfill the statutes and judgments which my 
Dad charged Moses with concerning Israel: I am strong, and of good courage; I do not dread, nor am I 
confused or overwhelmed. 
 
Because I believe my Dad’s prophets, I shall prosper.  Because I seek my Dad, He makes me to prosper.  
My Dad, the God of heaven, He will prosper me; therefore, I, as His son who serves, will arise and build:   
And I will be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, I will bring forth my fruit in my season; my leaf also 
will not wither; and whatsoever I do will prosper.   Because I do not cover my sins, I prosper: and because I 
confess and repent of my sins, I will have mercy. 
  
No weapon that is formed against me shall prosper; and every tongue that will rise against me in 
judgment I will condemn. This is my heritage because I am my Dad’s son, and my righteousness is of my 
Dad.  So will my word be that goes forth out of my mouth: it will not return unto me void, but it shall 
accomplish that which I please, and it will prosper in the thing whereto I sent it. 
 
I’m prospering and in health, even as my soul prospers.  Then I sowed in that land, reaped a hundredfold: 
and my Dad blessed me.  I began to prosper, continued prospering and I am becoming very prosperous.

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I will diligently heed the voice of God, my Dad and do what is right in His sight, I give ear to His 
commandments and keep all His statutes, therefore, my Dad will put none of the diseases on 
me, which He brought on the Egyptians.  For He is my Dad who heals me.  Because I serve my 
Dad, He blesses my bread and my water and my Dad will take all sickness away from me.   
 
O Dad, I cried out to You and You healed me.  My Dad forgives all my iniquities, heals all my 
diseases, He sent His word and healed me and delivered me from my destructions.  My Dad 
heals my broken heart and binds up my wounds.  I give attention to His words; I incline my ear to 
His sayings. I do not let them depart from my eyes; I keep them in the midst of my heart; for they 
are life to me and health to my flesh.  Pleasant words are like honeycomb, Sweetness to my soul 
and health to my bones.  My merry heart does good like a medicine.   
 
Surely, He has borne my griefs and carried my sorrows; yet I esteemed Him stricken, smitten by 
God and afflicted. But He was wounded for my transgressions, He was bruised for my iniquities; 
the chastisement for my peace was upon Him, and by His stripes I am healed.  For my Dad will 
restore health to me and heal me of my wounds.  Behold, my Dad will bring me health and 
healing; He will heal me and reveal to me the abundance of peace and truth.  Because I fear His 
name, the Son of Righteousness shall arise with healing in His wings; and I will go out and grow 
fat like stall-fed calves.   
 
Now Jesus says to me, “Go your way, and as you believe (agree), so let it be done for you.”  I am 
healed now.  When Jesus saw me, He was moved with compassion and healed me.  Then Jesus 
answered me and said, “O man, great is your faith (agreement)!  Let it be to you as you desire.” I 
was healed from that very hour.  He sees that I have agreement to be healed now.   
 
Because the Spirit of my Father, who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in me, He who raised 
Christ from the dead will also give life to my mortal body through His Spirit who dwells in me.  
Because I confess my trespasses to others and pray with them, I am healed.  Because I am a 
righteous man, my prayers help greatly.  Jesus Himself bore my sins in His own body on a tree, 
that I, having died to sins, might live for righteousness, by whose stripes I was healed.
